	Description of content: Machinery or related products must meet the essential health and safety requirements when they are placed on the market or put into service, while also ensuring the free movement of these products within the Türkiye-EU customs union.
Regulation fosters harmonization by combining mandatory essential health and safety requirements with voluntary harmonized standards for machinery and related products. It applies to products introduced to the market for the first time or when existing machinery undergoes modifications significant enough to be considered new machinery.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: The objective of this Regulation; is to lay down health and safety requirements for the design and construction of machinery, related products and partly completed machinery. This is to allow them to be made available on the market or put into service while ensuring a high level of protection of the health and safety of persons, in particular consumers and professional users, and, where appropriate, of domestic animals and property, and, where applicable, of the environment andit also establishes rules on the free movement of products within the scope of this Regulation.; Prevention of deceptive practices and consumer protection; Protection of human health or safety; Protection of animal or plant life or health; Protection of the environment; Quality requirements; Harmonization; Reducing trade barriers and facilitating trade
